Her quilts have lovingly reached across the country, just as
her pies, cookies, cinnamon rolls, and brownies were at every school event,
party, and picnic. She was also known for her infectious laugh and
lighthearted sense of humor.

Phyllis was an extremely devoted mother. Family always came first and was
above all else to her, a value she instilled in all those around her. Phyllis was a
woman of great strength and was passionate about her faith. She and Lindy
taught Sunday school for 23 years at the United Methodist Church of Spirit
Lake, IA. She also sang in the choir, performed as a church soloist, and was
