Bill was born on May 26, 1948, in Spencer, IA, to LuVern and Laura (Thelen)
Cook. He graduated from Milford High School and attended lowa Lakes
Community College. Bill enlisted in the US Army and proudly served his
country in the Vietham War where he was awarded 2 purple Hearts as a
combat wounded veteran. After his honorable discharge, he returned home
and was later united in marriage to Lynnette Anderson on August 21, 1971, at
St. Joseph Catholic Church in Milford. Bill worked for many years as a lead
foreman for DeMuth Landscape and Design. He most recently worked for and
retired from St. Joseph Catholic Church working as a general maintenance
custodian.

Bill was a member of St. Joseph Catholic Church, a lifetime member of the
DAV and American Legion Milford Post #384. He was a member of the
Wounded Warrior’s Organization and a member of the lowa Taxidermy
Association, Ducks Unlimited and Pheasants Forever.



In his free time, he loved being outdoors where he enjoyed all aspects of
wildlife. He enjoyed working his land, planting trees and food plots for animals.
You would often see Bill playing with his dogs and hunting. Bill loved giving his
grandchildren rides on the lawn mower, teaching them about nature and
generally creating games with them that invoked as much laughter as
possible. He was a self-taught master taxidermist. He competed in the lowa
Taxidermy and World Taxidermy Competitions. He loved to identify songbirds
and watch the squirrels and deer with his wife, Lynnette.

Those who knew Bill best knew he was a jack of all trades, and he could fix
anything that was placed in front of him. He was a pure example of patience,
kindness and positivity and joy. He loved and provided for his family above all.
